ment at the Ukrainian Anti-Plague
Station (UAPS) in Simferopol”

The Ministry of Public Health of Ukraine and the
Science and Technology Center in Ukraine,
hereinafter - "The Parties",

in order to contribute to the safety of the Population of
Ukraine and to improve the capability and efficiency of
the Ukrainian Anti-Plague Station in Simferopol;

Taking into consideration the amount of efforts
expanded to secure understanding and funding for
the reconstruction of the UAPS facilities, detailed in
the 22 November 2010 signed Contribution Agree-
ment between the European Union and the Science
and Technology Center in Ukraine;

Sounding out the certainty in this significant contri-
bution in the mutually beneficial relationship
between Parties;

Agreed to the following:

ARTICLE 1

The purpose of the Memorandum of Implementation
is to define the Representatives’ roles from each of
the parties to manage the action, and achieve the
expected results of (1) securing existing UAPS facility
in Simferopol, (2) building, within the available
budget of the STCU-EU Contribution Agreement, a
new facility according to Ministry of Health of
Ukraine’s mission for Simferopol Ukrainian Anti-

Plague Station and to ensure safety according to
modern standards and (3) providing adequate staff
training.
