2 The STCU (hereinafter referred to as the Employer), for purposes of the Project 

“Renovation of the Physical Security of South Ukraine Nuclear Power Plant” 

(Registration Card no. 4478 dd. 31 July, 2020 issued by the Secretariat of the Cabinet of 

Ministers of Ukraine) which is being implemented for the benefit of South Ukraine 

Nuclear Power Plant, the end user of goods and materials to be supplied in the 

framework of the Project, invited tenders for seismic-proof cable conduits, and the 

following companies submitted their tenders:
